NO food or water 12 hours before surgery.
Drop off your pet between 7:30 and 8:00 a.m. the day of surgery.
You may call after 2:00 pm to obtain your pet's condition and tentative release time.
If you have any questions, please ask at release time.

HOSPITAL/SURGICAL INFORMATION

* Pre Surgical Evaluation; All pets will be examined prior to anesthesia and surgery. We may also
recommend pre anesthetic blood test and electrocardiogram to help us eval uate your pet to

insure a safe and smooth anesthenc episode.

* Preparation: The surgery site will be clipped and antiseptically prepared. Equipment used will be sterilized,
and surgery personnel will antiseptically scrub and wear gloves, masks, gowns and caps.

* Procedure; Anesthesia is necessary for many procedures, not only for surgery but for numerous types of
examinations that would otherwise be too painful for the patient.
There are many forms of anesthesia ranging from mild sedation to complete loss of
consciousness. The choice of agents must take into account the type of procedure and the
condition of the patient. Vital signs are monitored by doctors/technicians through out and after
the procedure. New and up to date monitoring devised are used in conjunction with our constant
observation of the patient. These procedures help us keep the anesthesia nisk to an absolute
minimum.

POSTSURGICAL CARE =

Your pet will be checked routinely during the hospital stay, and again just prior to discharge. We will meet with
you before taking your pet home, and give you postsurgical information. If you wish to discuss this onty with
the doctor, please make advance arrangements.
